Camp Cards — (All Units) — New Fundraiser

The Camp Card initiative is designed to help scouts earn their way to summer camp, day camp or high adventure camp.
Participating units earn a 50% commission ($2.50) for each $5.00 Camp Card they sell. The Sell Begins in March and ends
in May, giving units nearly 3 months to sell and close out their accounts. The Program is risk free; simply return any
unsold cards at settlement.

Additionally, the Camp Card program offers an amazing Prize Program. In addition to the 50% commission, Scouts who
sell 50 or more cards will qualify for a prize: a camp scholarship to one of our council camps! (you can only choose 1)
